Chair’s Report

The 2008-09 Budget was submitted by Gary Steinman to the Finance Committee with a request to increase the Conservation Commissions’ budget from $1,000 to $1,200 which would include the cost of trail markers and printing the Land Use Pamphlet.

FY 2009 Federal Appropriations Request has been submitted to Congressman Chris Murphy.

NWCCOG composters were deemed to be of questionable quality and the idea was postponed for this year.


The Conservation Commission may possibly help in identifying appropriate land for a COA Sr. Housing Project.
